Dates of Service: May 2008 - April 30, 2014 
 
On April 30, 2014, K-9 Paris retired after nearly 6 years of dedicated service as a member of the Yuma 
County Sheriff’s Office K-9 Unit. During their tenure as a K-9 team, Deputy Rice and Paris were 
responsible for the seizure of 208.6 pounds of Cocaine; 4,929 pounds of Marijuana; 149.2 pounds of 
Methamphetamine; and $601,958.00 in U.S. currency.

• 28 pills of Ecstasy  
• 2,578.27 pounds of Marijuana
